and Technology VI 
 

 

The upcoming Journal of Language Teaching and Technology (JLTT) issue will focus on 

language teaching mediated by language technology. Experimental contributions addressing 

the role of technology in the schoolscape and the promotion of interaction in the classroom are 

welcome. Submissions should offer reflections on the changing role of the teacher. 

Contributions, with a maximum of 40,000 characters (including spaces and bibliography), are 

accepted in English, Italian, French, German, and Spanish. However, it is advisable to include 

an abstract in English alongside the chosen language for languages other than English. 

 Regarding editorial guidelines, the journal follows MLA standards

All contributions will undergo a double-blind peer review process. 

Abstracts, limited to 250 words, accompanied by a brief biography, can be submitted by the 

deadline to Carmela Scala (carmela.scala@rutgers.edu) and Paolo Nitti 

(paolo.nitti@uninsubria.it).
